S.à r.l. (société à responsabilité limitée) fund, the company established according to the law provisions of the Grand Duchy of 

Luxembourg with its seat in Luxembourg (Innova) the promised agreement on sale of shares of Centrum Rozliczeń 

Elektronicznych Polskie ePłatności S.A. with its seat in Rzeszów at ul.Lisa Kuli 3, 35-032 Rzeszów. 

After completing the transaction, the Issuer held 7,096,053 (seven million ninety six thousand fifty three) shares in Polish 

ePayment, constituting around 25% of share capital and entitling to 20.58% of votes at the general meeting of the company, 

constituting for the Issuer a long-term capital investment. 

From 30 June 2016 OPTeam SA started to have significant influence on Polish ePayment, because as of this date held 20.58% 

of votes at the general meeting of Polish ePayment and according to the Polish ePayment Articles of Association, the Issuer
